UCONN TO OPEN PRESEASON WITH
STIFF_TEST: Connecticut will be facing
possibly its toughest opponent in its first
game action of 2007-08, when it battles
the U.S. National Team Friday night in its
exhibition opener.

In addition to a number of WNBA All-
Stars, the Huskies will face a stiff chal-
lenge from a trio of familiar faces that will
be suiting up for the U.S. National squad.

Former UConn All-Americans and
national champions Sue Bird, Swin Cash
and Diana Taurasi will take to the Gampel
Pavilion floor.

This marks the second consecutive sea-
son that UConn has opened its preseason
schedule against a team that featured for-
mer Huskies.

Last season saw Connecticut open
against Team Concept, which in addition
to Bird and Taurasi, also included former
Huskies Maria Conlon, Rita Williams and
Ashley Valley.

Friday will mark the second game of the
U.S. National Team’s eight-game tour,
which opened with a 90-73 win
Wednesday night at Maryland.

Friday’s game will mark the first of two
preseason games for the Huskies, who will
close out the exhibition slate on Tuesday,
Nov. 6 when they play host to 2007 NCAA
Division Il National Champion, Southern
Connecticut, beginning at 7:00 p.m. (ET)
at the Hartford Civic Center.

PRESEASON HISTORY: UConn enters
Friday’s exhibition opener vs. the U.S.
National Team with an 18-1 mark in pre-
season games, dating back to 1997.

The Huskies only exhibition loss in that
span came during the 2002-03 season,
when they dropped a 79-73 decision to the
Houston Jaguars on Nov. 13, 2002 at
Gampel Pavilion.

Connecticut has won nine consecutive
exhibition games entering Friday’s con-
test.

CHAMPIONS, LEGENDS RETURN: The
three former UConn players (Sue Bird,
Swin Cash, Diana Taurasi) that will suit
up for the U.S. National Team combined
for a total of seven national championship
rings, three national player of the year
awards and five All-America selections
during their tenure in Storrs.

Bird, Cash and Taurasi will be aiming for
their second consecutive gold medal with
the U.S. National Team as the trio previ-
ously captured gold during the 2004
Summer Games in Athens, Greece.

The trio are arguably three of the most
popular players ever to come out of the
Connecticut program and their success
has transcended to the pro game as they
have combined to win four WNBA titles
and garner 11 WNBA All-Star selections.

Since 2002, there have been only two
seasons where Bird’s Seattle Storm,
Cash’s Detroit Shock or Taurasi’'s Phoenix
Mercury have not captured the WNBA
title.

CURRENT HUSKIES WITH U.S TEAMS
OVER THE SUMMER: Three current
members of the UConn roster spent the
summer winning gold medals for two dif-
ferent USA Basketball Teams.

Seniors Charde Houston and Mel
Thomas were members of the 2007 U.S.
Pan American Games Team that won gold
this summer in Rio de Janiero, Brazil.

Team USA defeated Brazil 79-66 in the
gold-medal game.

Team USA, which finished the tourna-
ment a perfect 5-0, captured the gold
medal at the Pan American Games for the
first time in 20 years, its first since winning
in 1987 at Indianapolis.

For the tournament, Thomas averaged
8.3 points over three games, while
Houston recorded an average of 4.8 points
while appearing in four games.

Later in the summer, current UConn
freshman Maya Moore led the USA U-19
Team to the gold medal at the 2007 U-19
World Championships in Slovakia.

Moore registered a double-double, with
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19 points and 13 rebounds, as the USA
cruised to a 99-57 win over Sweden in the
gold-medal game.

The double-double marked Moore's
first of the U-19 World Championships,
which saw her record double-figure points
in each of the United States' nine contests
and post averages of 16.3 points and 6.4
rebounds for the tournament.

The 42-point victory over Sweden
allowed the USA to finish the U-19 World
Championships a perfect 9-0.

Over the nine wins, the United States
dominated the competition as it won all
but one of its games by at least 19 points
and averaged a 34.5 margin of victory for
the tournament.

Moore shot 8-0f-17 from the field in 28
minutes of action in the gold-medal win
over Sweden.

In addition to her 19 points and 13
rebounds, the UConn freshman added six
assists, three steals and a block.

UCONN PICKED AS PRESEASON
FAVORITE IN PRESEASON POLL: The
University of Connecticut women’s bas-
ketball team was selected as the favorite
in the 2007-08 preseason coaches poll.

Connecticut garnered 15 of 16 first-
place votes to total 225 points in the poll,
which was released Oct. 27 at the confer-
ence’s annual media day at the ESPN
Zone in Time Square.

UConn grabbed last season’s regular
season title with an unblemished record of
16-0 in conference play.

The Huskies went undefeated for the
sixth time in program history and became
the eighth team in the league to accom-
plish the feat. UConn returns all its letter-
winners from a year ago that held a 32-4
overall mark.

UConn advanced to the 2007 NCAA
Championship Fresno Regional Final,
marking the 13th time that the Huskies
has played in a Regional Final.

UConn had two players named to the
All-BIG EAST Preseason Team as junior
Renee Montgomery and sophomore Tina
Charles earned recognition.

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THOMAS & MONTGOMERY EYEING 1.000:
Senior Mel Thomas and junior Renee
Montgomery enter the 2007-08 season on the
verge of becoming the 29th and 30th players in
UConn history to eclipse the 1,000-point barrier.

Thomas enters her senior campaign with 932
points over 100 career games, while
Montgomery boasts 809 points over 73 career
games.

HUSKIES EARN HIGHEST PRESESON
RANKING SINCE 2004: The University of
Connecticut women’s basketball team is ranked
No. 2 in the 2007 Preseason USA Today/ESPN
Top 25 Coaches Poll, which was released Oct.
31. The Huskies received four first-place votes.

The ranking marks the highest for the
Huskies in the preseason coaches’ poll since
the 2003-04 season, when they were slotted
No. 1 overall and went on to finish 31-4 and
captured the program’s third consecutive and
fifth national championship overall.

The Huskies are behind only No. 1
Tennessee in the preseason rankings and are
one spot ahead of BIG EAST rival Rutgers,
which was ranked No. 3.

Connecticut will face a minimum of four
teams this season ranked among the top 10
teams nationally, including No. 3 Rutgers,
No. 5 LSU, No. 7 North Carolina and No. 8
Stanford. In all, the Huskies will play at least
nine games against opponents ranked
among the top 25.

MONGOMERY AND CHARLES NAMED TO
WOODEN AND WADE LISTS: UConn junior
Renee Montgomery and sophomore Tina
Charles have been named among the top pre-
season candidates for the Wooden Award and
the Wade Trophy, each of which recognize the
national player of the year.

The 30-member Wooden List included candi-
dates from 22 institutions and nine conferences.
UConn was one of five programs to have multi-
ple players named to the list.

The BIG EAST has the largest number of
candidates of any conference nationally with
eight. UConn’s Charles is one of only five soph-
omores selected to the list.

In  mid-January, the Wooden Award
Committee will release the Midseason Top 20
list, followed by the official voting ballot in March
consisting of approximately 15 players. In order
to be considered for the National Ballot each
player must be certified by their university as
meeting the Award’s criteria, including making
progress toward graduation, and maintaining a
cumulative 2.0 GPA. Over 200 voters, com-
prised of sports media members and women's
college basketball experts from across the

nation, will cast their votes for the five-member
All-American team and Wooden Award honor
as the most outstanding female collegiate bas-
ketball player in the nation.

The 25-member Wade Trophy List included
candidates from 17 institutions and seven con-
ferences. UConn was one of five programs to
have multiple players named to the list.

The BIG EAST has the largest number of
candidates of any conference nationally with
eight. UConn’s Charles is one of only two soph-
omores selected to the list.

The State Farm Wade Trophy, now in its 30th
year and named after the late, legendary three-
time national champion Delta State University
coach, Lily Margaret Wade, who made her
debut in 1978 as the first-ever women's nation-
al player of the year award in college basket-
ball. This highly prestigious award, regarded as
the "Heisman of Women's Basketball", is organ-
ized by the Women's Basketball Coaches
Association (WBCA), in conjunction with the
National Association for Girls and Women in
Sport (NAGWS).

The winner of the conference championship eamns the league’s automatic bid to the 64-
team NCAA Championship.

The 2008 BIG EAST Championship will mark the fifth straight season that the conference
championship has been played at the Hartford Civic Center.

BIG EAST DOMINANCE: The Huskies boast an overall record of 316-83 (.792) in regular
season BIG EAST play - and have won either the BIG EAST Regular Season or Tournament
title in each of the past 14 seasons - including the 2006-07 BIG EAST Regular Season Title.

During UConn’s amazing run of 11 consecutive BIG EAST regular season titles (1994-
2004), the Huskies owned a sterling record of 181-7 (.963).
