The University of Connecticut campus is approximately 45 minutes driving time from the
airport. Take 1-91 South to 1-291 East to 1-84 East to exit 68. Off the exit take a right on
Rte. 195 South and follow signs to the University. Once on campus take a right on
North Eagleville Road. At the second stoplight, take a left onto Hillside Road. At the
second stoplight, take a left onto Hillside Road. At the third stop sign take a right onto
Stadium Road. Harry A. Gampel Pavilion is on your right.

From Hartford:

The University of Connecticut campus is approximately 30 minutes driving time from the
city of Hartford.
